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Jesus Christ founded the New Testament 
Church in the city of Jerusalem on the biblical 
festival of Pentecost 50 days after His 
resurrection from the dead. 
Between the time of His resurrection and the 
founding of His Church, Christ appeared to 
His apostles over the course of the first 40 days, 
further enlightening them concerning the 
nature of the coming Kingdom of God 
(Acts:1:3).

During that time "He commanded them not to 
depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for the 
Promise of the Father" (verse 4). He explained 
to them, "You shall receive power when the 
Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall 
be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all 
Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth" 
(verse 8) . . . Therefore the Church, the 
spiritually transformed body of believers, 
began when Christ's apostles received the Holy 
Spirit, just as He had promised (Acts:2:1-4).
